• pryderon sylweddol landlordiaid cymdeithasol ynghylch sut y byddant yn bodloni 

disgwyliadau ar gyfer datgarboneiddio a gwella stoc heb effeithio'n andwyol ar y 

gwasanaethau a ddarperir ganddynt.

Dear Minister 
 
We are writing to you as the Housing Cross Party Group ahead of the Plenary Debate later today 
regarding the Welsh Government’s Draft Budget 2023-24. 
 
In our meeting yesterday we heard about: 

• the unprecedented pressures being felt by local authority homelessness services with nearly 

9,000 people in temporary accommodation and extremely limited affordable options for 

move on accommodation 

• the crisis being experienced by vital homelessness and housing support services who are 

facing a choice of whether to pay less than the Real Living Wage or make cuts to services, and 

their staff who simply aren’t earning enough to avoid the threat of homelessness themselves  

• the significant concerns of social landlords on how they will meet expectations for 

decarbonisation and stock improvement without it adversely impacting on the services they 

provide. 

As a group, we wanted to raise our collective political and professional concerns about whether the 
draft budget is focusing on the right things in order to provide for the most vulnerable people in our 
current housing emergency. 
 
Key areas which we would like you to reconsider are: 
 
Housing Support Grant 

• Does the Minister recognise that HSG needs to be increased in order to meet the impact of 

inflation and growing pressures on the homelessness system? 

• How are homelessness and housing support service providers supposed to continue delivering 

services when the cost of delivery has increased so much?  

• How are services supposed to prevent frontline staff being pushed into poverty by increasing 

wages if there is no uplift in the HSG?  

Decarbonisation and new, affordable social homes for rent 

• Given widespread concerns raised in the recent consultation on Welsh Housing Quality 

Standards 2023, what is the Welsh Government’s intended way forward in terms of funding?  

 

 



 
 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

• Meeting the standard and ambitious expectations to decarbonise the social housing stock 

cannot be achieved with the funding that is currently being allocated. How can social landlords 

deliver on these without scaling back their services and development programmes? 

• Is it right for the decarbonisation agenda to be focused so much on social housing? We need 

to be sensitive to the needs of social tenants, ensuring that they are not just a testing place 

for new technologies and that there is time to learn and collaborate. There is also need to 

consider how decarbonisation can be delivered and financed across the private sector.   

 
We realise that the decisions you are having to make are anything but easy, but we urge you to 
reconsider the housing elements of the final budget to ensure that financial support goes where it is 
needed most in these difficult times.
